The 
film had its premiere in-competition at the 
2014 Sundance Film Festival where it won the 
World Cinematic Dramatic Audience Award. 
Angelina Jolie served as the  


    executive producer of the film. 
 
The film later premiered at the 64th Berlin International Film Festival in the Panorama 


section, where it won the Audience Award. It was selected as the Ethiopian entry for the 


Best Foreign Language Film at the 87th Academy Awards, but was not nominated. 


The title literally translates as "courage", "audacity", but can also be a euphemism for 


"the act of being raped. 


 


The film chronicles a legal-precedent setting court case that outlawed the kidnapping of 


child brides (ጠለፈ tʼelefa) in Ethiopia. It tells the story of a 14-year-old girl, Hirut Assefa 


(based on Aberash Bekele), who is kidnapped on her way home from school and 


subsequently grabs a rifle and tries to escape, but ends up shooting her would-be 


husband. In her village, the practice of abduction into marriage is common and one of 


Ethiopia's oldest traditions. Meaza Ashenafi, the founder of the Ethiopian Women 


Lawyers Association (EWLA), arrives from the city to have her team represent Hirut and 


argue that she acted in self-defence.
